How Veggie Printing Works
The Fabric
The fabric should be plain and unpatterned so the print stands out and the overall effect does not become 
too bumpy. As the print only becomes resistant to washing and light when ironed on a cotton setting, 
the fabric should contain at least 80% cotton or linen. A certain weave structure, such as a light linen 
texture, is extremely appealing, but fabrics with too much structure do not print well. The fabric should 
be prewashed so that the surface is free of finish. Here, the washed gray linen is printed with onions.

The Colors
You can use any textile dye that is suitable for 
fabric painting or printing according to the 
manufacturer. Some manufacturers offer them 
specifically for light or dark fabrics.

Depending on the manufacturer, prints are light 
resistant and washable up to 104°F (40°C) or 140°F 
(60°C) after appropriate ironing. You should pay 
attention to this when buying inks.

All textile colors with the same wash resistance 
can be mixed, so practically any desired shade can 
be produced.

My best designs often come when I am working, instead of thinking or drawing. 

After completing an earlier design, I had only two Snake beads left. I challenged 

myself to use them somehow. Earlier, I had tried using a SuperDuo on the inside 

curve of the Snake and decided to follow that lead. This is what happened.

INSTRUCTIONS

1 [Fig. 1, red and blue threads] Attach 
needles to both ends of one thread. 
With either needle, pick up one 
cabochon, 8º, and 15º. Turn and 
go through the 8º in the opposite 
direction and on through the open 
hole of the cabochon. Center this 
grouping on the thread. 

2 [Fig. 1, red thread] With first needle, 
pick up a 15º, 11º, 15º, SuperDuo, 
and a Snake through the bottom hole. 
Make sure the Snake is turned as 
shown in the illustration. 

3 [Fig. 1, blue thread] Repeat step 5 
with the second needle, mirroring 
on the other side, except using 
the existing Snake and SuperDuo. 
Snug up your beadwork. Turn and 
go in through the top hole of the 
SuperDuo and the center hole of the 
Snake. Pick up one SuperDuo, turn, 
go through the top hole of the same 
SuperDuo, and through the top hole 
of the Snake.

4 [Fig. 1, red thread] With first needle, 
turn and go through the center hole 
of the Snake in the other direction, 
crossing the threads. Turn and go 
through the top hole of the Snake 
and the top hole of the SuperDuo.

5 [Fig. 1, red and blue threads] With 
both needles, pick up 15º, 11º, and 
15º. Pick the closed jump ring with 
one needle and go through with the 
other. On both sides, turn and sew 
back through the three seed beads. 
Go through the top holes of the 
Snake and SuperDuo, then through 
the next holes of the Snake and 
SuperDuo. Tie off.

6 Repeat to make a second earring.

Design Originals

1 Using a coil maker or knitting needle, create a 3/16"-wide-by-6"-
long (5mm by 152mm) Link 043. Clip the excess wire from the 
ends of the link. Holding the two ends of the Link 043 in your 
fingers, gently stretch or pull the coil until it measures  
6 1/2" (165mm) long.

2 Slide the three large-holed glass beads onto the Link 043.

3 Using your bent-nose pliers, bend the last turn on each 
side of the Link 043 into a connecting loop. Add a 1/4" (6mm) 
Link 073 to one of the connecting loops and a Link 051 to 
the other.

1 Using 16-gauge wire, create a 1/4"-wide-by-2 1/2"-long  
(6mm by 64mm) coil. Cut twenty-three Link 073s from  
the coil.

2 Create eight Link 135s, each measuring 3/4"  
(19mm) long.

3 Using a 1" (25mm)-long piece of 16-gauge wire, create one 
Link 054. Work the wrapped straight-loop of the link through 
a U-bend in one of the Link 135s.

4 Join the other U-bend of this Link 135 to the U-bend of 
another Link 135 using one of the Link 073s created earlier. 
Join these two links so the U-bends face the same direction.

5 Continue adding Link 135s to the chain using the Link 073s 
until there are no more Link 135s remaining. Check that each 
link is in the same position as the first link.

6 Take the first Link 135 of the chain and work a Link 073 
into the opening in one of the simple side-loops and through 
the U-bend below that loop. This locks the simple side-loop to 
its adjacent U-bend, making this an extremely strong chain. 
Continue locking the simple side-loops of each  
Link 135 to their neighboring U-bends using the remaining 
jump rings.

7 Using 18-gauge wire, create two Link 265s, incorporating 
one 6mm crow roller that measures 1/2" (13mm) long in  
each link. As you create these links, work the wrapped straight-
loop of each through the wrapped straight-loop  
of the Link 054.

8 Using 18-gauge wire, create a 1" (25mm)-long Link 272, 
incorporating the 8mm marble round bead. As you create this 
link, work the wrapped straight-loop through the wrapped 
straight-loop of the Link 054, between the two Link 265s 
already attached to that loop.

Hint
It is fun and easy to change the color 
and feel of the three overlapping 
pieces of leather that make these 
tassels. When changing the thickness 
of the leather, pay attention to the 
change in balance of the tassel.
